Indiantown Mission Trip Prayer Requests

1. Flexibility among our people going on the trip

2. Pastor Rodolfo and Primera Iglesia Bautista de Indiantown and Pastor Patrick and Indiantown Baptist Church in
their promotion of REACH INDIANTOWN.

3. Specifically for the events during the week:
Construction Team — pray for their safety, as they work the week before the trip, that there are no “hiccups” or

Evangelism Team — for safety while walking the streets, for divine encounters that lead to people coming to know
Christ as Lord and Savior, that appointments are made with lost Guatemalan families and that these
families come to know Christ as Lord and Savior.

Worship Team — for building productive relationships with the Primera Iglesia Bautista worship band, for the
transfer of help from our worship team to the Primera Iglesia Bautista worship band, that nothing is
lost in translation during the bilingual worship services, that the sound works well, for safety in set-up
and take down of equipment, that the worship is received well by all churches participating (as there
are different styles of worship all coming together for one Crusade).

Crusade —that it doesn’t rain, that it is well attended, that people come to know Christ as Lord and Savior, and
that both churches involved do effective follow up with decisions and with prospects.

Cooking Team — that everyone remains safe, that they work well with the cooks from Primera Iglesia Bautista, and
that the schedule works well for sharing the kitchen.

4. Safety in travel and in dealing with the heat of South FL.
5. Safety on the beach day on Friday.
